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Management Report
Property Management: Colin Stutesman, LCAM, has taken over the management duties at Grand Oaks from Patty Stewart. Patty has wanted to devote more time to her family and has taken the opportunity lighten the workload, especially at night. We at Rampart Properties wish her well. Colin has been in property management since 1988, mostly on the East Coast of Florida and is anxious to get involved and learn the community. 

One of the largest functions of a property manager is the oversight of architectural changes and deed restriction violations. We would like to remind all residents that if you intend to make a modification to the exterior of your home such as a fence, screen enclosure, or pool, please remember to submit an application to the ACC committee. Also, please note that when you submit your application, you must also submit a copy of the lot survey. The Architectural Committee meets monthly to review requests. We are working on “fast tracking” some requests to improve service to the community.

As a short note to deed restriction violations; one of the things that have been noticed is that residents are leaving their trash bins out after trash collection. Please take note that the containers are to be stored out of sight after the collection time. Lawn care, parking and not picking up after your pets also generate a lot of telephone calls. 

Please remember that the deed restrictions are there to insure that not only are property values at Grand Oaks maintained it also ensures a pleasant “curb appeal” to the property. 

ACC Committee: The ACC Committee review’s and approves (or disapproves-as the case may be) all architectural modifications to the homes at Grand Oaks. The following residents are members of the Committee: Greg Falcone, Vicki Luna, Bryan Diehl, Paul Gelinas and Brian Smith. Betty Valenti of Lennar is also a member of the committee. Colin Stutesman attends the meetings on behalf of the Association. 

Pond Maintenance: Biological Research Associates (“BRA”) is the company that treats the ponds for algae. They have also been treating all of the ponds for midges. We understand that there were an enormous amount of midges this summer. With the cooler weather that nuisance should ease. BRA treats the ponds for algae, but does not pull debris from the ponds. They will at times clean stuff that is close to the shore, but normally that is an additional expense. The builders will be reminded to keep their construction sites clean.

Maintenance Fee Payments: The next maintenance fee payment is due January 1st. Coupons will be mailed to all residents soon. One change that has been made is that Rampart Properties will be the agent for the Grand Oaks Master Association payments, while Lennar is assuming that role for the Club.
