PROPOSED AMENDMENT TO 

FENCE CRITERIA

At a Grand Oaks Master Association, Inc. Board of Directors’ Meeting on August 14, 2003, a majority of the Board of Directors passed the following resolution:

· Fences on standard home sites are to be constructed of pressure-treated cypress wood or white polyvinyl only.  The exact specifications for fencing shall be as follows:

Wood Fences.  All fences must be one of the following:  A total of six (6’) feet of which the lower portion is five-foot (5’) board on board ultra-wood plus one-foot (1’) of lattice on top; or in the alternative, a total of six-foot shadowbox wood fence.  No lattice required on the shadow box fence.  All wood fences are to be sealed with a clear weather proofing finish.  Installation must be with support posts facing the inside of the lot.  The good side of the fence must be facing outward.  On the lattice portion of the fence, the material must be framed within the U-channels.

Vinyl Fences.  Height requirements remain the same as wood fences.  Attached and described in Exhibit “A” are approved style fences permitted in the Grand Oaks Community.

Fences on home sites on the pond and conservation areas are subject to the above specifications and those specifications in the original fence guidelines. 

ALL OTHER PROVISIONS IN THE FENCE CRITERA REMAIN THE SAME AS THE ORIGINAL CRITERIA.
